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Upgrading a licence

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How to Request a Logbook 
Junior Coaching Logbooks are records of Junior Riders’ endorsements that they 
have obtained throughout their riding and ride COMPETITIVELY.   
Logbooks can only be requested and sent to riders that have completed a Kickstart 
program.

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Event Registration 

How to Register for an Event 

Events can be registered via either the Member Home page or Member Profile 
page.
